
     
 
 

 
    

MIGRANT WORKERS OUTREACH THROUGH CONVERSATIONAL ENGLISH 
 

During this Covid-19 pandemic, migrant 
workers living in dormitories have been 
the hardest-hit foreign community.  
 
It was through the ‘Adopt a Dorm’ 
project by AGWO (Alliance of Guest 
Workers) that we found out about the 
plight of migrant workers in factory-
converted dorms. In May, Gospel Light 
Christian Church and Telugu Christian 
Gospel Church distributed care packs to 
about 1,000 workers in these dorms. 
These dorms do not qualify for 
government subsidies for care packs. 
 
In early June, to go beyond blessing them with care packs, the core team explored if I would consider teaching 
the workers conversational English. We wanted to reach this community by building strong relationships, in 
order to share God’s love with them. Learning conversational English could also help the workers function 
better at their workplace. 
 
We could only reach them via online platforms because of COVID-19 restrictions. So, we decided to engage 
them in small groups over Zoom. We started praying for volunteers. God not only provided us with the 
curriculum and facilitators from GLCC and TCGC, He also provided 14 students from Anderson Serangoon JC. 
They were looking for a platform to clock their community service hours. To date, we have 26 volunteers from 
GLCC, 7 from TCGC, 14 from ASJC and 2 others who are contacts of our GLCC brethren.  
 
There were 123 sign-ups for the class. We have just completed a 10-week course, involving 1-hour sessions 
every week. We were delighted to hear from some of the students that they enjoyed the lessons, and that 
they treasure the friendships developed with facilitators. Some students felt that the one hour allocated for 
each session was too short!  
 
We hope to invite the workers and JC students to GLCC later this year, though this will depend on the 
prevailing Covid-19 advisory measures.  We plan to issue certificates of participation to learners who attended 
at least 70 per cent of classes, and celebrate the occasion with them.  
 
We are very grateful for the privilege to serve the Lord in this manner, and are exploring starting another 
round of classes. We are recruiting teachers and facilitators to help conduct these classes via Zoom on 
weekends, between 7.30pm to 9pm. If you are keen to explore this, please reach me at 97761377.
