Believers who died are now with Christ (Phi 1:23),

2. What is the current state of those who have died?

Believers who died are now with Christ (Phi 1:23),
who, Himself, is at the right hand of God.

They will only receive their resurrected bodies when
Jesus returns (v23 “at his coming”)
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3. What about people resurrected before Jesus was?
(in OT, Jairus daughter, Lazarus)

They were not given the same bodies like Jesus raised.
They also do not lead others to resurrection like Jesus.
So they are not the firstfruits, nor the life-giving spirit.
