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FOUR QUESTIONS WITH BROTHER HANNIEL SINON

Brother Hanniel Sinon joined the Gospel Light staff team
as an assistant shepherd this year. He focuses on the
Filipino ministry, Care Groups and Christian Education
program. Find out about his ministry heart beat and what
excites him.

1) Why did you choose to serve in full-time ministry?

The first reason is rather straightforward. Like others in
full-time ministry, | had a desire to serve God and the local
church. But some might ask, can’t you still do that without
serving full-time? Absolutely, and much praise to those
who are actually doing that!

Such a thought brought me to reflect deeply on Paul’s life
and ministry in 1 Corinthians 7. Although the context is on
a single man'’s distraction-free ministry, Paul outlined an
important life principle: that one who devotes himself
purely to the work of the gospel has lesser other things
clamoring for his attention. There is much focus and
priority for the work of the ministry.

The second reason is more personal. This was just
something that | really wanted to do. | loved reading and
teaching the Bible with God’s people. And so, | entered
seminary in 2018, grew to love Scripture a lot more, and
therefore decided to jump in full-time.

2) What were some obstacles you faced before
choosing this vocation?

Upon my first meeting with Pastor Jason Lim, | was deftly
reminded that full-time ministry is not a “vocation” that
one just submits a résumé to, and that’s it. It's a calling, a
noble task, as Paul would say in 1 Timothy 3:1. So, there
are certain standards and expectations. And with
standards come pressures or fears. Am | capable of

doing this? Am I living in vital godliness? Am | watchful,
sincere, and earnest in my relationship with the Lord? Oram |
simply in this to please others?

3) What are you most excited about in your role?

After completing an internship, there’s a lot more clarity
ahead. I'm now assisting the respective heads of the Care
Groups, Christian Education, and Filipino ministries.

What excites me most in these ministries is seeing the
gospel lived and breathed out in the communities -
through the preaching and teaching of the Word, seeing
saints caring for each other, seeing generations discipled,
and seeing people come to faith.

Just to be a part of that excites me.

4) What would you say to those considering full-time
ministry?

First, feel free to have a chat with those in full-time
ministry to get a better sense of the church and the
ministries. | appreciated the conversations | had with
Pastor Jason and other colleagues. Their insights and
questions provoked deeper reflection.

Second, consider the privilege of giving these years to the
Lord. Full-time ministry does not promise you prestige,
luxury, money, or status. But it opens your eyes to see how
those things pale in comparison to the greater joy of
seeing souls saved from eternal destruction, generations
discipled to Jesus, and saints being equipped for the work
of the ministry.
