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When I was serving in the mission field in Thailand, a 
non-believer friend and I spoke about the difference 
between Christians and non-Christians. Our discussion 
centered around this – since all religions are “good” and 
do good works, and we often see religious groups 
engaged in community service and social justice 
movements, what made Christianity different? 

The Christian distinctive is that we have the gospel. It 
displays God’s great love in giving His Son to die for our 
sins (1 John 4:9-10), and thus we love because He first 
loved us (1 John 4:19).  

There are many ways we can express this love to one 
another. But as popularized by the five love languages, 
one of the most visible ways is through acts of service. 
While other religions may serve out of self-effort or for 
personal reward, Christians, compelled by God’s love in 
the gospel, do good and serve one another. 

For the love of Christ controls us, because we have 
concluded this: that one has died for all, therefore all have 
died; and he died for all, that those who live might no 
longer live for themselves but for him who for their sake 
died and was raised. (2 Corinthians 5:14-15) 

As we think about why we should serve, perhaps we 
could first consider, what does the gospel mean to us? 
Have we believed in the Gospel and experienced His 
grace? If so, how do we live out what it demands – to 
work out this gift of faith with fear and trembling, for 
such a great salvation we’ve received? 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 
 

 

Jesus models this for us. The King of kings knelt down 
with utmost humility and compassion as He washed the 
filth from the disciples’ feet. And He calls us to go and 
do likewise (John 13:15).  

Again and again, we see Jesus exhorting in Scripture,  
“If you love me, you will keep my commandments” 
(John 14:15). He calls us to love God and one another. 
And it is by this that we know that we have come to 
know Him, if we keep His commandments. Whoever 
says ‘I know Him’ but does not keep His 
commandments is a liar, and the truth is not in Him (1 
John 2:3–4).  

Do we know Jesus? Does it show in our love for one 
another in service, and do we serve with humility and 
compassion? Let us be eager to do so, lest we find 
ourselves ashamed at Jesus’ haunting question, “Why 
do you call me ‘Lord, Lord,’ and not do what I tell you?” 
(Luke 6:46). 

As we love through acts of service, in giving of 
ourselves, our time, and resources, may we do so out of 
the overflow of a heart filled with God’s love, and being 
motivated to grow in Christlikeness. Let us serve 
sacrificially and joyfully, knowing that whatever we do, 
we are serving the Lord Jesus Christ (Colossians 3:23–
24). And as we do so, may all people know that we are 
His disciples, if we have love for one another (John
