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ANNA'’S ADVENT

II Give thanks to God and speak of
him to all who are waiting... ,,

“And there was a prophetess, Anna...” (Luke 2:36)

Anna is a remarkable woman. She is among a handful of
women in the Bible called a prophetess. The other 8 are
Miriam (the sister of Moses), Deborah (the judge),
Huldah (the wife of Shallum), Isaiah’s wife, and Philip’s
four unmarried daughters.

Luke 2:36-38 tells us that Anna was only married 7 years
before she lived the rest of her life as a widow, until she
was 84. Through these long and lonely years, she
dedicated herself completely to God. “She did not
depart from the temple,” enjoying physical proximity to
things and worship of God. She was found “worshiping
with fasting and prayer night and day,” devoting herself
to seeking and serving God.

This devotion was finally rewarded when she saw her
Savior.“And coming up at that very hour” when Jesus
was presented at the temple to the Lord, Anna beheld
the Messiah. He, whom she has long awaited together
with the rest of Israel. At that moment, Simeon has
finished praising God for the salvation he has seen.
When she entered the scene, she immediately
recognizes the same baby Jesus as the “redemption of
Jerusalem.”

Anna saw what others in the temple did not see on that
day. The other worshippers also came to perform
sacrifices in worship but they walked right by. Instead,
an elderly woman who has been bereft of her husband
after only 7 years of marriage, who has struggled with
decades of lonely life, saw Jesus for who He is to herself,
and her people. Anna’s piety was God-centered. Putting
aside her own sorrow and struggles in life, she sought
God and His purposes. So she saw Jesus at His Advent.

It would be sad day, if we who enjoy physical proximity
to the things of God, recognition and respect among
the people of God, fail to see Jesus for who He is to
ourselves, and to our community today. It would be a
sorrowful Christmas, if we who enjoy freedom and
opportunity to practice our faith, and even longevity of
years in this life, pass Him by amid all our activities and
ministries in His service.

But if we, like Anna, see Jesus as our Redemption, then
we would, like her, “give thanks to God and to speak of
him to all who were waiting.” A truly life-changing
relationship with Jesus draws out humble and heart-felt
thanksgiving. A true understanding of the Gospel of
Jesus drives us to share the good news with all who will
listen. Will Anna’s Advent be your Advent this
Christmas? Who you see makes the difference, not just
what you have experienced or enjoyed, in this life.
