As the early church father 
Augustine said, “If you believe what you like in the Gospel, and 
reject what you don’t like, it is not the Gospel you believe, but 
yourself.” The Bible clearly states though, that hell is real and 
hell is eternal (Ps.9:17, Matt. 10:28). As Christians we believe 
what the Bible says about hell, but we still struggle with 
and ask ourselves, “Why did God create hell?”  Why did God 
create a place of eternal torment?”  
 

The answer is clear, it is ‘for His glory.’  In fact, everything 
God does He does for His glory and that includes allowing 
those who reject Him to suffer eternal torment. So, how 
does hell glorify God? It glorifies God by making His 
awesome invisible qualities, His greatness, and His nature 
known.  
 

One of the primary ways hell glorifies God is that it reveals 
the righteous and just nature of God. In Psalms 9:4, we are 
told that God judges the wicked in ‘righteousness.’  The word 
‘righteousness’ refers to ‘a just action.’  In 2 Thessalonians 1, 
Paul referred to God’s judgment as ‘righteous’ (5) and ‘just’ 
(6). Eternal torment is the right and just punishment for a 
lifetime of rejecting God.  
 

God’s judgement is right and just because God holds 
people accountable for disobeying and rejecting the 
Gospel. The Scripture makes this clear. We are told that God 
has revealed His existence to all mankind (Rom. 1:19) and 
given everyone a conscience to obey (Rom. 2:12-16). 
Therefore, people are liable for God’s judgment (Rom. 2:12). 
Thus, in a sense, God has given all humans an opportunity 
to obey His righteous revelation, but all have turned away 
and none seek Him (Rom.

judgment is right and just. He takes vengeance on those 
who will not obey Him and reject His Gospel. Since God’s 
character is good, His vengeance is right and just.  
 

It is through the eternal punishment of the wicked that 
God’s justice and righteousness is known. The Psalmist says 
that through eternal judgement “the Lord has made himself 
known” (Psalm 9:16). That is why hell glorifies God.  
 

Please remember if God does not keep His word and judge 
the wicked then He is not righteous and He is not just. Hell 
shows the glory of God’s righteousness and justice. Hell 
vindicates those who obey God’s word and embrace the 
Gospel. The existence of hell glorifies God. 

In summary, although the thought of multitudes headed 
towards spending an eternity in hell is a horrifying reality, 
hell still glorifies God in its very existence:  

• It reveals His righteousness and just nature. 
• It shows His faithfulness in keeping His word. 
• It displays His holiness in judging sin. 
• It demonstrates His omniscience in remembering 

the deeds of the wicked. 
• It reveals His love to those who obeyed and 

embraced the Gospel.
